All official identification will be 
kept on the animals.  See State Rules for sheep & 
goat health certificates. 

6. We will eliminate any animal from the grounds 
showing signs of contagious disease; this includes 
runny eyes or noses, abscesses not completely 
healed or skin infections. 

7. The San Bernardino County Fair & the above 
listed Dairy Goat Clubs are not responsible for 
damages or injury to any person, animal or 
property of exhibitors. 

8. Youth exhibitors who are also showing in the 
sanctioned youth show, with additional entry fees, 
may show in the open show. 

9. By entering & signing your entry form, you agree 
to comply with these rules.  The rules will be 
enforced. 

10. The open show begins following the Youth Show 
with Senior Doe Show.
